Place seeded pans in the third 28 quart plastic
container that is filled partly with water to soak
the seeds from the bottom. This is a slower
process than watering from the top but will not
disperse seeds with a washout. There should be
enough moisture to get through germination.
Should the mix dry out before seeds germinate,
simply re-soak.

Put a layer of dampened newspaper on the top.
This blanket will keep the seeds warm and
moist. Most seeds germinate in the dark but for
those like petunias that need light, use clear
plastic.

After putting the half -size pans back in the 28
quart plastic containers, set them on the cover
with the plugged-in light strings, which provide
consistent warmth for the seeds. The soil tem-
perature needs to be about 6070 degrees.
Place a thermometer near the soil to help guide
you. If your greenhouse is in a cool garage, you
may need the additional warmth of the plastic
greenhouse covering. If you set it up inside the
house, you may not need any heat from the
sirfing lightsi Na neeB o nvdrry aboubthersiyop i f
light yet.

To avoid damping off, a fungal condition
where seedlings come up, look good, then keel
over, avoid over-watering. Soil should be
moist but not swampy, and yes, you can water
from the top now. Overcrowding can lead to
problems, so thin seedlings anytime after they
have produced their first set of true leaves.
These leaves come out after the little round
cotyledon leaves, usually in a couple of weeks.
Snip at the base rather than pulling out so as

not to disturb neighboring roots, to afford an
added measure of protection and provide hu-
midity, keep a spray bottled filled with chamo-
mile tea on hand to mist seedlings.

11. You can thin the seedlings to allow room for
growth until time to harden off and plant di-
